	Course Description:  Tarleton, Mere Brow, Banks. 10 course 
START opposite junction of 2nd and 3rd kerbstones before the last grid at western end of lay-by on A565 approx 200 metres west of Tarleton Traffic lights. Proceed in a westerly direction on the A565 to Mere Brow traffic island then straight on to Banks traffic Island (3.82 Miles). Encircle Banks island and retrace along A565 to Mere Brow Island (5.43 miles. Encircle Mere Brow island and retrace to Banks island (7.09 miles). Encirlce Banks Island and retrace to Mere Brow Island where straight on along A565 to FINISH opposite corner kerbstone of cycle path – 7 metres W of Lamp post no 187 and at entrance to a field, just before a break in the dual carriageway opposite the entrance to Blackgate Lane




	Traffic Flows and Safety: The whole of the course is subject to a 50mph speed limit, enforced by average speed cameras. Flows are generally moderate to light at the time of the events.  (6.45pm to 8.45pm summer evenings and before 10.30 am on Sunday mornings.)  The A565 carries approximately 60% of the traffic that normally uses the existing D10/18 course.  Visibility and sight lines are excellent at both start and finish.  Apart from the roundabouts there are no other ‘turns’.  Only ‘B’ roads or unclassified roads have junctions with the course. 


	Course/Event History:  The section of the course between Mere Brow traffic island and Banks traffic island is already part of the D25/5 course which is registered, risk assessed and approved with Cycling Time Trials Ltd has been used by Southport Cycling Club and others over a number of years. Only the initial 2.2m and final 1.3 miles of the course have not been previously used for TTs in recent years.
